ALL  JOINS  ARE  NOT  EQUAL

Just because you can join 2 like name fields from 1 table to another 

 does not always mean you will get the results you want.

Always remember your query entry point.

Example below:  You want to find the serds that have List codes that 

are related to the V-22.  (Join Acq Slm to Acq Boik thru List Cd) 
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Now you have decided that you need to get the values for range

1, range 2, and range 3 from the Acq Boi table.  So you add the

Acq Boi table to your existing Query.

Question – what field or fields do you join on ????

If you answered (Niin to Niin from Acq Boik to Acq Boi)

You maybe wrong !! the results would be too many redundant

records with values you wanted & values you did not want.  (A Niin to

Niin join only refers to all range 1, 2, 3 for all records related

to Niin. This Niin could have many List code records besides

V-22 Slm List codes. Even though you are only showing

V-22 Slm List codes you are going to duplicate the same Niin and show

values for range 1,2,3 for all other Niin related List codes.

  (You’ve lost your entry point).
So the correct answer is Join Niin to Niin & List Cd to List Cd &

M/L to M/L from both the Acq Boik table & the Acq Boi table.

Modified Query Example above should look like this:
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While I’m on the subject of the Acq Boi table….

Question? Why is my dataset showing deleted items ????.

Answer most users only want valid items.  Each Acq table

has a deletion indicator field. By default when it is not selected

it will show both deleted & non deleted without any way of

determining which is which.

To prevent this on the Acq Boi table – Always select ROA Del Ind

Criteria  N. You can uncheck the box so the field will not show up in

dataset but it will always return valid only data. 

Another example is Acq Slm  field  Del Ind  Criteria N uncheck box.
