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Question – Why does my Query result in so many duplicate records ??

 Example – you want to check the SLM to see if a List Code is valid.

YOU CREATE A SIMPLE QUERY FROM ACQ SLM & THE ONLY FIELD

YOU CHOOSE IS LIST CD.

IN THE CRITERIA YOU ENTER   R5123.

YOU WOULD EXPECT THE RESULT TO EITHER BE EMPTY

MEANING THAT IT DOES NOT EXIST OR IT WILL SHOW

R5123.

INSTEAD IS SHOWS   [image: image1.png]



IT SHOWS R5123  3 X TIMES  INSTEAD OF ONLY ONCE.

REASON IS R5123 IS IN THE ACQ SLM  FILE 3 TIMES BECAUSE IT

IS RELATED TO 3 DIFFERENT MODELS.
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THE ONLY REASON YOU WANT TO SHOW DUPLICATE FIELDS

(EX. List Cd  - is because you selected the related field (model) that explains

the duplication).

The example above is simple but the concept throughout Acq Access is extremely important. The example above can be done with any 1 to many relationships.

such as NIIN / Part Number, NIIN / Serd  etc etc.

To prevent unnecessary duplicate records , on all queries you must
set Unique Values to “Yes” in the Query Properties.

To do this go into design view and right click in the grey space.

Choose Properties in the drop down.

Change  Unique values to  “Yes”.

Once query is saved you do not have to change the property again, no matter

how many times you run or modify the query.
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Now when you run  query with criteria = R5123 you will

get one record.

Always understand why records duplicate.

Click & drag  related fields next to each other.  (Ex. Niin & Part # or Model &

List Cd  etc) 
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
