DESIGNING & USING A CROSSTAB QUERY

Problem:

Suppose we were given a task to find out how many platforms besides the V-22 use the V-22 (SLM) List codes  ??

Solution:

We start off with  a simple query that shows the V-22 SLM (for our example) we want to eliminate List Codes that start with CN. 

The query would look like this:  (Remember to set unique property values to “YES”)
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Now to find out what other platforms we have to query back to the Acq Slm.

We do this by clicking the yellow plus sign (located in the upper center)

This will show tables….we add  Acq Slm to our query.

(Notice because it is the 2nd occurrence of the same table it appears as acq_slm_1.)  We link the List Cd from (acq_slm) to   List Cd from (acq_slm_1) and select End Article from acq_slm_1.

Query now looks like:
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Note after we run the query the 3rd column acq_slm_1.End Article  shows all platforms including V-22. so therefore we do not have to show the 1st column.

Modify query …leave V-22 as criteria but uncheck the show box.

Rerun query… You should have 965 records.

We have solved our problem and if we sort by platform we can see that the A-3

 is related to 12 List Codes that also use the V-22.

if we sort by List Cd we can see that List Cd GO465 is used on both the V-22 platform and the GO platform.

Now we are going to display the data in a format that will show less records is easy to read and you will be able to scan across horizontally and see which List Code

is in which platform.  We will do this with the Crosstab query.

We have to make another modification to our original query.

We are going to use the “Group by” Everytime you see the phrase Group by

it means 1 occurrence.  Also a Crosstab Query needs 3 fields and our query

has only 2.  we add the 3rd field by putting the field name in quotes.

We will use “count”.  Do Group by ---Right click on Total: field

Query now look like this:
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Run this query & save as V-22 SLM + PLATFORMS

Now start a new query but this time choose Crosstab Query Wizard.

1st step of wizard under view click queries & choose V-22 SLM + PLATFORMS then click next.

2nd step – which field do you want as row heading … click List cd

then click next.

3rd step – which field do you want as column headings click End Article

then click next.

4th step  should have Expr 1 in fields highlighted & function has count highlighted just click next  the click Finish. Query saves as V-22 SLM + PLATFORMS_CROSSTAB

Results look like :                             1 = Platform for List Cd
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Now our query is only 258 records instead of  965 records

We can see (1st col after List cd’s is Total # of platforms). that QI9250 is on 12 Platforms 3 of which are (A-6, ANUSM636V, AV-8B).

SCROLL TO THE RIGHT TO SEE THE OTHER 9 PLATFORMS.

YOU CAN NOW EXPORT THE V-22 SLM + PLATFORMS_CROSSTAB TO 

EXCEL
